8. The final score for each member of the jury results in the sum of the scores attributed in the scale of 0 to 20 points to the
factors of appreciation.

9. Applicants who in the final classification will get a score equal to or higher than 14 points will be accepted as long as there
are places available for this purpose. Candidates with a final score of less than 10 will be excluded and may exceptionally be
admitted conditionally to the various phases of the application for this PhD course, candidates who obtain a score equal to or
higher than 10 points and less than 14 points.
